A 7-year-long drought that caused people, animals, and crops to die. Read the story below a man tells about his parents trying to survive during the Dust Bowl.
I was born in 1933, so I have no memory of the dust storms. I was too young. However, I do remember my parents talking about them before they died. 
There was no shelter. Not even inside. They said they would wet rags to stuff around the windows and yet in the morning they had to sweep the house out. It blew around outside like a blizzard. My dad said dust even blew as far as Washington, D.C.!


My mother said she would wet tea towels and drape them over my crib when she put me to bed at night. In the morning you could see the outline of my body on the crib sheets.

One dust storm day he called mother to tell her he was on his way home. She put a lamp in the window to help guide him to the house because he could not see. He walked into the side of the house before he knew he was there.
